We encourage you to spend a few minutes every month checking your pet for any signs of health problems. This will help you to be
familiar with what is normal, and to recognise what isn’t. If an abnormality is found, you can schedule an appointment with one of

our veterinarians, hopefully before it develops into anything serious.

We aso suggest that you complete this checklist before your pet’s annual check-up and vaccination. Some abnormalities are more

apparent at home than in the consulting room. Y ou can use this checklist as a prompt for things to discuss with your vet.
